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Product fee This is charged on some mortgages 

as part of the deal. It can be paid up-

front or added to the total mortgage 

amount. If you add it to your 

mortgage, you’ll pay interest on it at 

the same rate as the rest of your 

borrowing. It might be a flat fee, or a 

percentage of the loan amount. 

At HSBC, we call this a Booking fee.

You will normally instruct a solicitor to 

act on your behalf in connection with 

your home purchase transaction. You 

may be required to pay their legal 

fees and costs as part of their work on 

your behalf. These fees/costs are 

normally charged by the solicitor, 

directly to you, unless we tell you that 

we will contribute to the legal costs as 

part of your product deal. 

HSBC will also require a solicitor or 

licenced conveyancer to act on behalf 

of the bank. If your appointed solicitor 

or licensed conveyancer meets our 

criteria then we will appoint them to act 

on behalf of the bank. If not, HSBC will 

instruct another solicitor.
